PVS will utilize an asynchronous model that pairs a single teacher with a classroom maximum of 32 virtual students and leverages 
the Google Classroom environment for educational delivery. PVR teachers will collaborate with other grade level PSOE teachers 
weekly to align curricular tools, annual curriculum maps, and weekly lessons between the brick and mortar and virtual models. 
 
PVS will exist as an independent not for profit school corporation in Indiana with a “doing business as” (DBA) designation under 
the incorporated 501c3 held by Paramount Schools of Excellence. In this structure, it will sit underneath the organization’s central 
office and school board. 
 
PVS will serve all students who enroll and will not discriminate or prejudge any application for enrollment. PSOE is proud of its 
history of proportionality between performance subgroups and measures of equity for the entire student population. Likewise, PVS 
welcomes all students with disabilities, handicapping conditions, language challenges, and other barriers which might otherwise 
prohibit access to a free and appropriate public education.
