If you happen to use a source
that either doesn't have an
author or doesn't have a
date, there is an easy fix in
your in-text citations and
references.

legible font
title is centered and in bold
three spaces below the title,
add your name, university,
course name and number,
professor's name, and the
date the assignment is due
(each on different lines)
double-spaced

some professors do not
require them
on the new page below the
title page
the word abstract must be
bolded and centered at the
top of the page
short summary, roughly 250
words, about your paper

the word "References"
centered and bolded
sources in alphabetical order
a hanging indent

At the end of each paper, you
should have a list of sources
cited in APA format. This should
look like:
